Students will then
individually write a persuasive essay
explaining why their drink is worth investing
in.

The
unit allows students to develop a range of
presentation skills such as; speaking clearly
and confidently, making eye contact and
adapting pace and tone. They are also learning
how to use a range of persuasive devices when
writing, such as rhetorical questions,
connectives and emotive language.
