Harrow LiDe School Hengqgin (referred to as Harrow Hengqgin) is located in the
Guangdong-Macao Deep Cooperation Zone. It is a boarding and day school that provides
international bilingual education for K-12 students. As a high-end educational project
introduced in the Guangdong-Macao Deep Cooperation Zone, we believe that Harrow

Scholars are recognised by awarding a fee remission,
the honour of the title, a public recognition ceremony
and a mid-scholarship assessment meeting with the
Head Master.

The scholarship assessment is free.

It is possible to apply only for a maximum of TWO
different scholarships. Successful students can only be
awarded ONE scholarship.

Successful Scholarship candidates will receive up to
the maximum advertised amount off their annual
school fees. The exact amount is at the discretion of
the Head Master and the Scholarship Committee. Fam-
ilies may choose to renounce some or all of the
discount which will enable one or more other scholar-
ships to be awarded (indicate this option on the appli-
cation form).
